- NOVEMBER 1 - Submit an
application for admission by the priority
deadline.

- DECEMBER 1 - Submit your
FAFSA by this date to receive the
most consideration for need-based
and merit aid.

- FEBRUARY 1 - Apply for
scholarships and fellowships and
send in all supporting materials by
the final scholarship deadline.

- NOVEMBER 15 - Submita
scholarship application by the
priority scholarship deadline.

MAKE THE GRADE

UNDERSTANDING GPAS, TEST
SCORES, AND TRANSCRIPTS:

When you apply to the University of Arkansas, we consider your grades and test scores
to make an admissions decision for you.

This means that the classes you take (and how well you do in them) could have a big
impact on your college choices. Consider taking Advanced Placement, International
Baccalaureate or dual credit courses, if you qualify. These classes can give a boost to your
GPA and you might even qualify for college credit. Learn more about Advanced Placement

After you apply, ask your high school counselor to send us an official transcript. You can
also request that ACT or College Board send your official test scores directly to the Office
of Admissions. Keep in mind - it's a good idea to send us more than one test score. We
superscore and will use your highest scores for admission purposes.

INFORMATION ABOUT SCHOLARSHIPS
AND FINANCIAL AID:
